
ORDINANCE NO. 2054-11   

 AN ORDINANCE TO FURTHER AMEND AND SUPPLEMENT THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF HAWTHORNE, CHAPTER 540, ZONING, ARTICLE XV, I-1 INDUSTRIAL ZONES, SO AS TO AMEND REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO CONDITIONALLY PERMITTED USES
BE IT ORDAINED by the Municipal Council of the Borough of Hawthorne, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey, that it does amend the Zoning Ordinance of the Borough of Hawthorne to read as follows:

Section 1.  Chapter 540, Zoning, Article XV, I-1 Industrial Zone, Section 540-121, Area and Setback Requirements for Conditional Use Development, is hereby amended to read as follows:

E. Minimum front yard set-back: 25 feet from the right of way line and 35 feet from the curb line to the nearest building.  Said set-back area shall contain no improvement other than sidewalk, landscape improvements or other improvements authorized by this ordinance and shall be subject to review and approval of the reviewing board.  As part of such approval, the reviewing board may permit, in its discretion, hardscape improvements and internal drives to the extent consistent with the nature and intent of the zoning requirements.  Such shall not be considered a variance from the permitted improvements in the set-back area but instead a permitted alternative design.
Section 2.  Chapter 540, Zoning, Article XV, I-1 Industrial Zone, Section 540-122, Site Requirements for Conditional Use Development is hereby amended to provide as follows:

D. Signage. The size of an allowable freestanding sign shall be increased from 50 square feet, as currently provided, to 125 square feet.  The maximum height for such sign shall be twenty feet.  The same shall be located not less than 20 feet from the right of way line.  All other terms and conditions of this section shall remain unaffected.

E. Arrangement of Buildings. The last sentence of this paragraph, requiring orientation of buildings to the street upon which the development fronts, is to be deleted.  

F.  Architectural Standards.  The last sentence of this paragraph, requiring pitched roofs, is to be deleted and replaced with the following language:  Pitched roofs shall be encouraged but not required.  The municipality reserves the right, moreover, to adopt, by ordinance or resolution, an area-wide plan for development in the nature of a streetscape, incorporating therein landscape, hardscape and lighting elements, for example, of a particular design, nature or appearance.  In such event, the developer shall incorporate such features into any plan for development, subject to review and approval by the reviewing board.

H. Hours of Operation. All retail or personal service establishments shall establish hours of operation between 6:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m.  This provision shall not apply to restaurants, pharmacies or supermarkets, which may establish hours of operation based upon approval granted by the reviewing board and subject to such conditions and limitation as may be imposed by such reviewing board.

Section 3.  If any section, subsection or part of this ordinance is adjudged by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such judgment shall not impair or invalidate the remainder of this ordinance.

Section 4.  The remaining portion of Chapter 225, Zoning, shall remain in full force and effect except as modified hereunder.  All parts and provisions of any ordinance which are inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance shall be repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 5.  This Ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption and publication as provided by law.
